
DANIEL’S 70 WEEKS—490 YEARS PROPHECY
Dan. 9:24-27 “Seventy weeks are determined upon thy people…”

458 BC 33 AD

70 Weeks = 490 Years
(-1 year crossing from BC to AD, no year 0)

Decree of Artaxerxes I
Ezra 7:7-26 Ezra 9:9

70 Weeks, 490 years begin

29 AD

John begins his minis-
try in the 15th year of 
Tiberius. Luke 3:1 

Augustus dies on 19th 
August 14 AD. 

Tiberius begins reign

14 AD

Jesus is born

2 BC 26 AD

70th week
begins

“...from the going forth of the commandment to restore and 
build Jerusalem unto Messiah the Prince shall be seven weeks 

and three score and two weeks (69 weeks, 483 years). 
And after three score and two weeks shall Messiah be cut off.”

The Messiah to die in the 70th week.

The false doctrine of a 7 year Great Tribulation wherein the 
Antichrist makes a 7 year covenant with the Jews and breaks 
that covenant in the midst of the week is entirely based on the 
wrong interpretation of Daniel 9:27. There is no 70th week still 
in the future, it was all fulfilled by 33 AD! The Messiah (not the 
Antichrist) confirmed the new covenant with many by His own 
blood! There is no reference to Antichrist in these scriptures! 
People twist scriptures to fit their pet theories rather than re-
joice in accurate prophecies completely fulfilled in history!

70th week ends with the 
death and resurrection 
of Jesus. The New Cove-
nant is confirmed!

Jesus is baptized by John in the 
midst of the 70th week and dies 
judicially! He goes into the wil-
derness fulfilling Lev. 16:7-10 of 
two goats sacrificed on the Day 

of Atonement. One goat slain (He 
was slain on the cross three and a 

half years later), the other goat 
sent into the wilderness with the 
sins of the people. Thus “in the 

midst of the week He caused the 
sacrifice and oblation to cease” 

From this moment Jesus alone is 
our sacrifice for sins.

Jesus fulfills Dan. 9:24. 
By His death He fin-
ished transgression, 
made an end of sins, 

made reconciliation for 
iniquity, brought in 

everlasting righteous-
ness, sealed up the vi-
sion and anointed the 
most holy (outpouring 
His Spirit on the day of 

Pentecost)
